JAMES McHENRY EDELEN

Philip Edelen, of County Middlesex, England, married Catherine Ofiley, the
daughter of Thomas Offley and Anne Cletherow. A son, Richard Ldelen, was

born of this union about 1635. He emigroted to the Province of Marylend and
founded the only Edelen family in America. Richard was recorded as heing in

the Province in 1664. The following year he déclared his intention of returning

to England, and left in the same year. In 1669 he returned with his wife, Elizaleth,
and son, Philip, who had been born in England.

Richard Edelen served the Assembly and was Deputy Surveyor. His acherence to
the Roman Catholic Church prevented him from aspiring to higher positions since
the government was predominately Protestant. It is readily seen from the recorc:
that he was highly respected by all. For this reason he loccupied the position of
Deputy Surveyor when all other Roman Catholics were discharged irom their offices.
In all records his name was usually followed by the courtesy title "Gent". He ie-
sided ot his plantation in St. Mary's County, Maryland until his death. The wil!

was probated July 31, 1694 when his property and personal possessions were distribotod
among his surviving children.

Richard Edelen, the son of Richard and Elizabeth Edelen, was born in 1671 in Churles
County, Mcryland. He married Sarah Hogae, the daughter of Thomus and Aary
Hagae of Charles Courty, Maryland. It is interesting to note that the Hogae descen-
dants now use the spelling "Hagan". Richard died in 1740, his wife having ciec
many years before in 1727, He had ot least two wives after Saiah, but there seoms to
be some confusion as to their surnames. This is not too impartaat since cur brarcl f
the family definitely descends from Sarah Hagae Edclen.

Edward Edelen, the son of Richard and Sarah Hagoe Edelen was born in Chorles
County, Maryland. He marrjed Susannoh Wathen, the sisier of Clement Wathen, ¢
Charles County, Md. He died in 1780 at his plantation, "Asslington" in Charles
County. It is quite possible that his birthplace in Newport Huncred of Charles Count,
is still owned by Edelens living in that section tocay.

Joseph Edelen, the son of Edward and Susannah Wathen Edelen was born in Cherles
Co., Md. ot "Asslington”. In the year 1795 he moved to Kentucky with two cousirs,
Samuel and Robert Edelen. Joseph settled on Pottinger's Creek necr the Church of
Holy CroS&, while his'two cousins settled in the neighborhood of Springfield.
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George Edelen, the son of Robert Edelen, married Saroh Ann Edelen (his cona b
May, #85. They were maried by Fother Henry Pile in Maryland. Goorge o
IE09 and his wife died July 20, [£48.

James Polin Edelen, son of George and Sarah Edelen, married Rose Ann Canneo,
daughter of Joseph Cambron and Patricia Osborne.
