Special Note - St. Clement's Island

Just before this issue of the Chronicles went to press, the Editor leayrned that the re-
turn of St. Clement's (Blackistone) Island to the State of laryland has been approved by the
General Services Admimistration. Thus, the first half of the St. Mary's County Historical Society
program to develop the Islapd as a historic shrine has been accomplished, after 10 years of effort.
However, we cannct afford to wait an additional 10 years for the completion of the second half of
the program, namely, to preserve it and erect a suitable memorial. The Tsland has eroded from an
original 400 acres to the present L0 acres and it is now a race against time if this historic spot

is to be saved.

In the past week, the Editor visited the Island end made a complete cireuit of its shores.
The fences erected a few years ago by the Butterfield Family now stretch out into tie Potomac River
for 20 to 40 feet, which will give some idea of the speed at which the remaining ground is disspe
pearing, It was noted however, that at three poimts along the shore protection had been provided
by the use of crushed rock and at these points no erosion has occurred. This is noticeable, partic-
ularly, at the site of the old Light-House, which was erected in 1852, so this crushed rock has
given adequate protection for 110 years. This would seem to argue that an expensive seawall arcund
the Island is unnecessary and that the relatively inexpensive crushed rock to protect the shores
will do the job adequately. But speed of action is of +he utmost importance now., Iet's complete
the job in 1963.

Perhaps the most fitting memorial would be to rebuild the old Iight-House on its original
foundation. It could be used to house local artifacts, for memorial meetings and its light tower
would give a panoramic view of the mighty Potomac River. But let's do the Job in '63, which will
mark the 325th year of political independence. It wms in 1638 that the members of the Assembly in-
formed Lord Baltimore, im no uncertain terms, that they were free men and capable of making the laws
to govern Maryland. They then went on to enact formally the first law for Church liberties, which
confirmed Beltimore's written instructions of 1634 that there was to be religious toleration in the
colony.

Yes, 1963 will mark 325 years of political and religlous independence - the formal foun-

dation of the Free State - let's complete the job in '63.
