Rockecastle Memories

In 1945 I was in the fifth grade and

attended the Cruise Ridge School in
Rockcastle County, Kentucky. Our
teacher was Anna Thomas Hatton.

Back then school started in July
and ended in January or February. That
is why we were in school in August. We
hadlearned about the countries involved
in the war Allies and the Axis power.
Most of us had family members in the
military, and all had supported the war
effortin various ways. There were scrap
iron drives and pie suppers held toraise
money for war bonds. My dad, Jim
Cornett, often acted as auctioneer at
the pie suppers.

Our class wanted to do something
to celebrate the end of the war, so we
made pennants. The big ones declared
victory in Europe and Japan. The

smaller ones each had the name of a
country.

The war years were stressful for
everyone. My father’s three younger
brothers were all in the Army.

My grandmother, Susan Cornett,
was widowed and was alone. My brother
or I often spent the night with her. I
liked those nights with Grandma. She
often let me write the V-mail letter to
her sons: Robert, Jack, or Dick. There
were lots of letters and gift boxes going
from our house. My grandmother died
in March, shortly after receiving word
of the death of her son, Robert.

Mother had five brothers in the.
Army. She always remembered them
with gifts of candy, chewing gum, and
cigarettes. My uncle, Rob, was killed in
Germany in December 1944. The oth-
ers survived.

I had the pleasure of meeting Anna
Hatton again in 1985, 40 years later.
She was living in Berea then. We re-
newed our friendship and kept in touch
until her death. She was pleased that I
had become a teacher. I was pleased to
be able to let her know how much Ihad
admired her and had always remem-
bered my years with her.
