Dear Mayme,

Well, the waiting has begun. I almost feel like an expectant
father. It’s hard to believe that all of our hard work will soon be
rewarded.

Yesterday, the photographer was finally able to take some of the
shots in the Deep Creek area. (We did tell you that we are including
around 25 photographs in the book, didn’t we?)> The weather had not
been very cooperative for the past few weeks. We still haven’t been
able to get what Walter needs to do the cover artwork. He wants a
shot of the Matherly ridge from the creek below. That will involve
climbing over the fence behind the church and then hiking down to the
creek. I hope to do that next Saturday. That will also be the day
when the photographer will have all of our portrait copies ready and
we will choose what we will use from what she took yesterday.

Some of the other lines (i.e Abisha, Abner Hanan, and Lemuel) have
also been contacted about photographs. If they want to include them,
they are to send us ready-to-use copies. We already have most of what
we need for Banister Coleman and Henry Archelaus.

Did I tell you that we found where the name Abisha originated? I
thought that it was the name of one of King David’'s sons, but 1 was
apparently mistaken. The chief of the three Hebrew warriors who broke
through the Philistine lines to get David a drink of water from the
well near the gate of Bethlehem was named Abishai. 0Of course, 1
mentioned that in the book. Also, Archelaus was the name of one of
Herod the Great's sons. He succeeded his father as the puppet Judean
king, but was later banished to Vienna for displeasing Caesar. I
found that out by paying attention to the preacher’s sermon last
Sunday morning. I still don’t know where Banister Coleman got his
name, but I'll bet that it has something to do with the Banister River
in Pittsylvania Co., Va., where he was born.

Have any of your contacts found out anything else about George's
line yet? I haven’t gotten a response from anyone. As I’'ve told you
before, I'm not real concerned about it, because they've had plenty of
opportunities to get involved.
